1.	 Completed application form
2.	 One-page project proposal  

Project proposals must clearly explain the project and should include, at a minimum, a purpose, research 
objectives, methods, and materials. The narrative should address the following questions: What are you try-
ing to achieve and why is it important? Does this project or program relate to prior research or projects? How 
do you see the project impacting your professional/ personal future? How do you see the project impacting the 
School? How will you present your findings to the School?

3.	 One-page plan detailing budget and schedule information
